1. Plug in the income numbers for the parties.

2. Set Qualified Additional Dependents if there are any.  

3. Fix who claims the kids the way you feel might be best for your client.  

4. Fill in "Other Deductions" but do NOT enter a number in "Cost of Health Insurance."  

5. Set the number of children for support.  

6. Don't do anything else for now.  

7. Click on the "Health/Cash Medical Info" button directly below the Cash Medical Support fields. This will tell you the maximum amount each party can pay per month and year in health insurance as far as what is a "reasonable" cost. 

8. Notice that the program displays both child support AND cash medical support (assuming the NCP is not low-income).  

9. Click on the Analysis button and print it.
